Highway and PCC Matters: 

· Cycle-path update – PCC detailed designs and costs should be completed by the end of October. 

· Public meeting was held at Llandewi Village hall regarding issues on the trunk road, Welsh Assembly Member was in attendance, a second meeting was held in Cardiff which was attended by Cllr. JP.  A further informal meeting has been arranged for 2pm on 22nd October at Rock Road junction to discuss residents concerns.  Discussion took place regarding motorbikes using excessive speed in the village. 
Village and Community Matters:
· Noted by members that there is a loose manhole cover in the road opposite Knills garage and in the pavement by the re-development area.  Also, that the hedge bordering the Badgers Green estate has still not been cut and is very overgrown.  DP suggested bringing a village plan to the next meeting, enabling all areas of concern to be looked at and marked correctly, this can then be sent to the PCC Penybont depot for comment/action.  All members agreed to this action.

· LFCC signs have been removed from the roundabout after a ruling by the trunk road agency.  DP has the signs stored. 

· Members discussed the use of wild flower meadow grass on some areas of the village, as this has been done effectively in other council areas.  After some discussion it was agreed by all that this should be looked into further.  TC agreed to research and feedback at the next meeting.

· Community Centre meeting was not attended by anyone from the Community Council, no minutes available.  It was noted by members that the Community Centre had benefited from a recent weeding and tidying by a user group, and is looking noticeably better. 

· DP confirmed that he had raised the issue of the community having access to to the school field at the recent school governors meeting, however, it has been referred to the next meeting. 

· Penybont Station update – New line co-ordinator is very responsive to requests and is arranging installation of new guttering and water butt on the storage shed.   Sadly, George Scarfe a great supporter of the Heart of Wales line passed away recently.  TC to inform members of date and time of funeral service.
